What is it?

Campaigning is about trying to influence people, organisations or other agencies in order to make things better.

It usually means coming together with other people who are aware of the same problem and, together, persuading decision-makers to take action to resolve the issue.

Why get involved?

You might be aware of a problem in your neighbourhood that you want to change.

You might have been personally affected by an issue, such as a health problem, and want to try and make things better for others.

You might want to campaign about international issues that you’ve seen in the news.
