In your neighbourhood
What’s your neighbourhood like? What do you like about it? Is there anything you would like to improve? Below are the best ways to take action and make your neighbourhood even better.
What is it?

In most cases, your local neighbourhood is where your children go to school, where you find your doctor and dentist, where you shop and where you socialise.

It is a legal requirement for local councils, and other statutory authorities, to involve you in decisions around the planning and delivery of local services.

Why get involved?

You may want to influence a particular service in your area, for example public transport or getting housing for those who most need it.

You may want to speak out for local people and become a ‘champion’ for your community.

Above all, you know your neighbourhood better than anyone else and its your local knowledge that can really make a difference.
How can I get involved?

Below are some organisations that will help you get involved.
Local Area Partnerships

Nottingham has a network of Local Area Partnerships (LAPs) working in the most disadvantaged parts of the city. LAPs are voluntary sector organisations, governed by local people. Their aim is to involve you in decisions that affect you.

LAPs host a number of different projects and can help you to volunteer in your local community. Some also offer a time banking scheme where you can swap skills with other local people.

Neighbourhood Management

Nottingham City Council has divided the city into nine areas to strengthen local decision making.

Each area has an Area Committee, which is chaired by an Elected Member, an Area Manager and a small Neighbourhood Management Team.

· Attending an Area Committee meeting - local residents are welcome to attend these meetings.

· Attending a ‘Your Choice, Your Voice’ event. These are occasional events publicised locally to let you know how, where and what you can influence.
