If you or your family have been victims of a crime you will understand the terrible effect it can have on you and your community.  Help your community become a safer place by getting involved in reducing crime.

What is it?

Crime is any activity that breaks the law and causes harm. Criminal acts can be against a person or against property.
Crime affects communities. The best way to combat crime is for everyone to work together. Actions by people and communities, supported by the authorities, can help reduce crime and make our communities safer and happier.
Why get involved?

You may want to get involved because of a local issue that is affecting you, your family or people in your neighbourhood.
You may be concerned that things are not working and want this to change. It may be that you want to fight for more police resources or for more community projects for your area.

You may simply feel strongly about justice and want your voice heard.
How can I get involved?

Below are some organisations that will help you get involved.
Victim Support

Victim Support is the independent charity for victims and witnesses of crime right across England and Wales.
There are more volunteers then paid staff at Victim Support. Most volunteers are involved in directly supporting victims and witnesses.  Other volunteers choose to do very specific things, such as helping young witnesses at court.

Become a magistrate

Magistrates are volunteers who hear criminal cases of a less serious nature in a magistrate’s court. You need to be able to offer at least 26 half days a year.

Special Constables

The Special Constabulary are trained volunteers who work with and support their local police. ‘Specials’, as special constables are known, come from all walks of life and all volunteer a minimum of four hours a week to their local police force, forming a vital link between the regular (full-time) police and the local community.
Once you have completed their training, you will have the same powers as regular officers and wear a similar uniform.

Independent Monitoring Boards

IMB members are volunteers who monitor the day-to-day life in their local prison and ensure that proper standards of care and decency are maintained. IMB members are given keys to the prison and can turn up at any time. This is huge responsibility and the role is very demanding, but the experience is a unique one and full training is provided.
You will need to commit to 2-3 days a month to the role and pass a full security clearance. To apply for the role call 0207 035 2261 and request an application pack.
